Some tips for Trees Susceptible to Storm Damage
Decay – If you see any sort of conk (mushroom looking structure) growing out of a tree trunk, it indicates that there is decay within the trunk. This will weaken the integrity of the wood, especially in high winds.

Cracked & Broken Limbs – Needs to be professionally pruned to prevent disease from entering the tree. If not taken down the limb could come down on its own onto something or someone.
Leaning Trees – MAY indicate poorly developed roots. If there are cracks in the soil near the tree than its an indication of trouble.
Solutions:

· Have a certified Arborist inspect your trees every 2-3 years.

· Prune and thin trees every 2-3 years to sustain healthy tree life. 

· Avoid chemical fertilizers, even on grass because the nitrogen gets washed into the trees as well. The best fertilizer is grass clippings left on the lawn or compost. You can also ask your service provider for organic fertilizer.
