ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW BOARD – OCTOBER 9, 2013

Residents are reminded that under Section 64-14 of the Village Code, other than ordinary repairs of damaged materials, ALL construction, alterations, repairs (including window replacements), removals or demolitions, require a permit from the Building Inspector.  Construction without a permit is a violation of the Village Code and will result in fines and enforcement action against the homeowner. 
In addition, the Village Building Department has recently discovered several instances where homeowners performed alterations using materials that were different and inferior to those that were approved by the Architectural Review Board at the time the building permit was issued.  Such alterations are also a violation of the Village Code and homeowners who substitute materials without permission after a building permit has been issued will be required to remove and replace such materials at their own expense as well as facing potential fines and enforcement actions.
