When to Call an Ambulance

Should I call an ambulance? 
· Is the condition life-threatening? 

· Could the condition worsen and become life-threatening on the way to the hospital? 

· Could moving the victim cause further injury? 

· Does the victim require the skills and equipment of paramedics or EMTs? 

· Could distance, traffic, or weather conditions cause a delay in getting to the hospital? 

If you answered yes to any of the following questions, or you are unsure, call an ambulance.  In Great Neck north of the LIRR call 516-482-5000. (Vigilant Fire Emergency Number). Program this number into your phone. Or you may call the Kensington Police Emergency number 516-482-0480.  Remember to speak calmly and clearly, give the name, address, phone number, and location of the person in need, and describe the nature of the problem. Teach your children how to place an emergency call, in case you are seriously ill or injured.
