
Minutes of the Board of Trustees Meeting
Village of Kensington, 2 Nassau Drive, Great Neck, NY
June 15, 2016




Present:  Mayor Susan Lopatkin, Trustees Jeffrey Greener, Alina Hendler.  Absent, Trustees Bornstein and Kaplan. 

Mayor Lopatkin brought the meeting to order at 8:02 PM.  

On motion of Mayor Lopatkin, seconded by Trustee Greener, approve minutes from the May 18, 2016. The vote was 3 for, 0 against and 0 abstentions. Motion carried.  

Architectural Review Board:

32 Arleigh Road:  Ostrow:  – homeowner is representing herself.  They are changing all windows on first floor, (Tudor Brown Pella) changing a two garage into a one car garage to change the steep interior staircase by adding a mud room.  They are renovating in true classic Tudor style.  Mayor Lopatkin motioned to approve the plans as presented, seconded by Trustee Hendler. The vote was 3 for, 0 against and 0 abstentions.


[bookmark: _GoBack]55A Nassau Drive:  Gao: – Architect Dickman and Mr. Gao presenting.  Modifications were approved by arb and presented to the Board via renderings. Modifications are; stucco placed in front of house so there is contrast with the stone.  Took circle off the front path and will now be straight.  Added trees to accommodate what was already there.  Mayor Loptakin made a motion to approve the plan changes as presented seconded by Trustee Greener. The vote was 3 for, 0 against and 0 abstentions.  The Board wants the Building Inspector to review the plans that are now being submitted to the Bot making sure they reflect the notes of the ARB June 8th meeting.  Trustee Hendler is concerned there are too many elements on the home now such as stone, brick, and stucco.  

4 Kensington Court: Djemal: - presenting Kris DePaola, designer and owner.   Model and renderings were presented to the board.  According to the ARB minutes of June 8, they were supposed to go back to the ARB with revised plans to relocate the a/c units, walkway and landscape plans. However, Co-chair Jordan Mayer and member Flori Silverstein said the plans were approved and the Board of Trustees looked at what was presented.  Mayor Lopatkin wanted to know if there was a generator on the plans.  The homeowner said he is not planning to put in a generator. They are putting in a black front door. The brick color is a walnut mud mix. (A mockup of the bricks is required on site before they are put up.) Trustee Hendler is requiring two trees to be put in at the front of the house.  Mayor Lopatkin and Trustee Hendler wanted to change the white clapboard on the side of the house to brick. However, they decided to leave as is.  Mayor Lopatkin pointed out that they are at the full far and there is no room to put anything else in.   Mayor Lopatkin made a motion seconded my Trustee Greener to accept the plans as presented with the addition of two decorative trees in the front of the house and new landscape plans showing the new a/c location  giving Trustee Hendler final approval of the landscape plans.  The vote was 3 for, 0 against and 0 abstentions. 

Susan Lopatkin Mayor’s Update:  

Update on front gate project:  Sprinklers are in.  Lights are supposed to go in this week.  A meeting will be arranged between the vendor, the Mayor and Joyce Li to go over exactly what was planted.  The Mayor suggested when all is finished to have a picnic on the green with a lighting ceremony.  

We are getting 3 estimates to repair Beverly Road sidewalks.  

Our police officer started the academy on June 6 and should be working in the Village in the winter.




Alina Hendler Tree Commissioner:   Nothing to report this evening.

Jeff Greener and  Phil Bornstein Pool Commissioners:  The Kiddie pool pump is not working properly.   A ¾ pump was ordered for the kiddie pool by the Village Clerk yesterday.  


Jeff Greener beautification:  Nothing to report.
On motion of Mayor Lopatkin seconded by Trustee Hendler to accept the Police, Village Justice and Treasurers reports. The vote was 3 for, 0 against and 0 abstentions. Motion carried. 


Open Time:  Scott Zelniker 8 Nassau Drive.  

Mr. Zelniker is concerned about the continued parking problems in front of his home.  He believes that many people are parking in front of his house for more than the allotted two hours especially on the weekends.  Mr. Zelniker has 4 cars in his family and there is no place to park them all.  He has a single driveway and does not have enough room to entertain in his home.  His children don’t want to have friends over, because they receive tickets.  The Zelnikers get tickets.  Trustee Greener suggested putting a boot on the Zelniker car in order to scare others away.  Mayor Lopatkin said she would look into this.   In addition she will ask the police to put no parking signs out on Saturday as well as Sunday and also explained to Mr. Zelniker that the police are vigorously enforcing the two hour parking time limit in that section of the village precisely because of his complaints.  However, she went on to explain that the police have to enforce the law equally for residents and non-residents, and therefore if his cars are out more than 2 hours, they can’t simply ticket everyone else on the block and not him.  It is a tricky problem.  Mayor Lopatkin also suggested that he build a driveway cut into his front lawn to enable another of his cars to park onsite without having all of them in a row in the driveway.  The board also suggested there be no parking from 11-12 on weekends, and that might also discourage transient parkers.  She will discuss with the police.
