MONTHLY REPORT

June 2010


Auto Accidents:

6/2 - A legally parked vehicle on Nassau Drive was struck from behind by a vehicle traveling eastbound on Nassau Drive. One injury reported and one vehicle was towed from scene.

6/18 - A two vehicle collision occurred at the intersection of Beverly Road and Gilchrest Road. No injuries reported. One vehicle towed from scene.

6/24 – A vehicle parked in a North Drive driveway was struck by a falling tree limb. No injuries, no tow.  

Aided Cases:

6/2 - An East Shore Road, Great Neck resident, involved in an auto accident was transported suffering head and neck pain.

6/7 - A Sutton Court resident was transported suffering a severe nose bleed. Aided is a cancer patient.

6/9 - A Middle Neck Rd, Great Neck resident, a patient of Dr Edelstein, was transported suffering a GI bleed.

6/18 - An Arleigh Rd resident was transported suffering difficulty breathing.

All of the above aided were transported to Nassau Community North Shore Hospital.

Ambulance Calls:

The Vigilant Fire Company Ambulance responded to all of the above aided cases.

Alarms:

The Department responded to 51 active alarms during the month, all were found to be false burglary alarms. On 6/24 Officers responded to over 30 active alarms.

Arrests:

6/30 An Elliot Rd Great Neck resident was arrested by PO Giraulo for Misd. Aggravated Unlicensed Operation of a Motor Vehicle 3rd degree.

Assists:

Assistance was given to Great Neck Estates Police Department 28 times, and received from Great Neck Estates Police Department 12 times.

Burglaries:

None.

Cases:

6/1 - A domestic incident case was taken at a Nassau Dr residence. Parties referred to Family Court.

6/3 - A stolen drivers license report was taken from a North Dr resident.

6/3 - A  case of a reported theft of a $10,000 diamond necklace from a Nassau Dr residence was forwarded to NCPD 6th Pct Detectives for investigation.

6/10 - A domestic incident case was taken at a Nassau Dr residence and forwarded to NYS and NCPD. Matter referred to Court for order of protection.

6/25 – 2 case reports were taken at the scene of damage to 2 vehicles on East Shore Rd. Both matters were found to be civil matters, and referred accordingly. 

Fires:

6/7 – The Vigilant Fire Co responded to a Beverly Road residence for a fire alarm caused by a faulty air conditioning system.

6/27 – The Vigilant Fire Co responded to a Sutton Ct residence for a fire alarm which was set off in error by the resident.

Vacant Homes:

The number of homes reported vacant during the month was 12. All were found to be secure.

Miscellaneous:

-
6/24 a very strong micro burst storm struck the Village. The Officer on duty responded to 31 calls for immediate assistance. These calls included: homes on fire, children trapped in burning home, homes struck by falling trees, live power lines down on property, elderly residents in medical distress, burglary alarms, etc.  Some of the damage incurred due to the storm was: numerous downed power lines, widespread power outages, several downed trees and limbs, all major roadways were blocked due to uprooted trees, and several automobiles were struck by falling trees or limbs. The Department liaised with the Mayor, the Village Clerk, Matt Byers, McGowan, NCPD, Vigilant Fire Co, LIPA, OEM, and all utility companies throughout the aftermath of the storm. Vigilant dispatchers reported receiving 120 calls from Kensington in the hours following the storms passing.

Every resident who requested assistance was visited by an Officer in the hours and                                    days following the storm in an effort to ease fears, allay concerns, and find solutions to their problems. All Village roadways were passable within five hours of the storm. Extensive patrol of the Village was performed due to many residences not being alarmed due to power being out. Weekend work restrictions and gas powered blower restrictions were eased to allow for clean up. Permission was granted for emergency tree removal in situations where a tree seemed to pose a hazard.

Assistance was given to Kings Point PD at the scene of a Burglary on Catalina Dr. 

-
Assistance was given to NCPD in the search for a subject involved in an assault in the area of Stoner Ave. Suspect located and turned over to NCPD officers.

-
A motorist was assisted in gaining entry into a vehicle in which their keys were locked.

-
Assistance was given to Kings Point PD in breaking up a very large party.

-
A loud group of youths report at a Beverly Rd residence was investigated and rectified.

-
A report of smoke in the area of Nassau Dr and West Dr was investigated and found to be a Nassau Dr resident attempting to “smoke out” a woodpecker from their chimney.

-
An Arleigh Rd resident complained of a large amount of water flooding into basement. After extensive investigation by GN Water Authority and GN Sewer Company, found to be caused by high tide affecting an underground spring.

-
Several residents with teenaged children were informed regarding the “Social Host Laws” in regards to prom/graduation season.

-
An Officer responded to a report of fire at a North Dr home. Found grease fire on outdoor grill, turned off gas and smothered flames, no damage.

-
A neighbor’s report of a violation of an order of protection at an Arleigh Rd home was investigated and found to be unfounded.

-
Several landscapers were informed regarding Village Ordinance issues throughout the month.

-
A group of youths amassing at a Beverly Rd residence were sent on way; adult contacted and advised of situation.

-
A report of a loose dog running in traffic on East Shore Rd was investigated. Dog returned to owner on Arleigh Rd.

-
An underage house party was broken up at a Nassau Dr residence. 2 Appearance Tickets were issued for Social Host violations. Alcohol confiscated as evidence. 

-
Numerous contractors were asked to leave Village due to Village Ordinances regarding weekend work. One resident referred to Village Board with questions regarding said Ordinances.

-
Officers stopped at numerous instances of gathering youths to verify parental supervision at homes. All parties advised of Social Host implications.

-
Assistance was given at a long running visitation issue at a North Drive residence. Matter about to be addressed in Family Court.

-
A report of skateboarding youths impeding traffic on West Dr was investigated. Youths GOA.

-
Several residents were advised of property maintenance ordinances.

-
Workmen at a Nassau Drives construction site were advised to turn down a loud radio. Complied.

-
An out of town resident requested that an officer enter her vacant home on Arleigh Rd and ensure that coffee maker was unplugged. All okay.

-
A report of a suspicious person knocking on doors on Arleigh Rd was investigated and found to be a representative of a political party looking for signatures.

A Sutton Ct resident was assisted with replacing a smoke detector battery.

-
A mother and son arguing on North Dr were assisted with settling issues and sent on way.

Assistance was given to the driver of a disabled school bus at Nassau Dr and East Shore Rd.
