Monthly Police Report

August 2011

Auto Accidents:
 
8/8 – A two vehicle accident occurred on Beverly Road when a legally parked vehicle was struck by a passing vehicle. The parked vehicle was towed from scene. No injuries were reported.

8/4 – A patient of 192 East Shore Road was transported to North Shore Hospital suffering with difficulty breathing.

8/6 – An Arleigh Road resident was transported to North Shore Hospital suffering with a very high temperature.

8/24 – A resident of 1 Kensington Gate was transported to North Shore Hospital suffering with chest pain.

8/26 – A Nassau Drive resident was transported to North Shore Hospital suffering with chest pain and numbness in her extremities.

8/31 – A resident of Jamaica, Queens and patient of a Beverly Road physician was transported to North Shore Hospital suffering with chest pains.

Ambulance Calls:

The Vigilant Fire Company Ambulance responded to all of the above aided cases other than the 8/4 aided case, which was attended to by Manhasset Lakeville FD Ambulance.
Alarms:

The Department responded to15 active alarms during the month, all were found to be false burglar alarms.

Arrests:

Assists:

Assistance was given to Great Neck Estates Police Department 21 times, and received from Great Neck Estates Police Department 8 times.
Burglaries:

Nothing to report.

Cases:

8/14 – A Beverly Road resident reports the theft of her son’s iPod from his unlocked car which was parked in front of the home at the time of a large gathering at the home. Proper forms were filed for insurance purposes.
8/29 – A domestic dispute report was taken at a Beverly Road home when an argument became loud and heated. No further police action was necessary. DCJS forms filed and forwarded to NYS.

Fires:

8/3 – The Vigilant Fire Department responded to an electrical fire in front of 1 Kensington Gate. Apparent cause was a blown electrical transformer.
8/31 – The Vigilant Fire Department responded to a smoke alarm at a Beverly Road home. Alarm was apparently caused by construction dust.

Larcenies:


The theft of an iPod was reported by a Beverly Road resident. Theft was from an unlocked auto which was parked in the street in front of the residence. All pertinent forms were filed.
Vacant Homes:

The number of homes reported vacant during the month was 24. All were found to be secure.
Miscellaneous:
· The remnants of Hurricane Irene struck the Village during the night of the 27th throughout the day and into the night of the 28th. The Department placed additional officers on duty for each shift and responded to numerous calls regarding trees down on homes, trees down across roadways and blocking said roadways, power lines down, power outages, and flooding basement calls, amongst others. Officers closed several roadways as necessary and advised McGowan Inc. to respond, when safe to do so, to clear said roadways. In the aftermath of the storm approximately a dozen homes were without power for a short time, while at least 6 homes were without power for several days. LIPA was advised constantly by the department of those outages, and of several locations where trees had fallen across live power lines. The highway department was assisted in road closures and traffic safety during cleanup following the storm. Lt Conlon participated in numerous conference calls with NCPD, OEM, and FEMA leading up to the storm and throughout the storm and its aftermath. Radios were secured from NCPD for direct communication with them, as well as OEM radios for direct contact with them. Several days prior to the storm an email was sent to the residents by the Village with storm preparedness tips.
· Officers responded to several calls regarding an earthquake on the 23rd. No obvious structural problems were noted in the Village.

· A welfare check on an elderly family was conducted at a Nassau Drive home at the request of an out of town relative. Residents found to be in good stead. 
· GNEPD was assisted at a reported shots fired call.

· A Nassau Drive resident was assisted with a CO2 detector problem.

· A Beverly Road resident was assisted when his basement sump pump failed, allowing a foot of water to accumulate in his cellar.

· Several residents who had lost power for an extended period were assisted in changing the dying batteries in their CO2 detectors.

· An Arleigh Road resident reported a stranger ringing their doorbell. Subject located and found to be looking for a North Drive address. I.D. taken and directed to proper address.

· A Beverly Road resident was assisted when a neighbor’s tree fell on their fence causing damage. Situation rectified.

· A Nassau drive resident requested assistance in finding a solution to an aquarium problem due to the power outage.
· A report of a sparking transformer in the rear of an Arleigh Road home was investigated and reported to LIPA.

· An Arleigh Road resident reported being concerned with the way a Beverly Road resident was treating their dog. Dog found to be in good health and being treated correctly. Complainant advised of PO findings.

· A report of a suspicious car carrier on Beverly Road was found to be delivering an auto to a Beverly Road home.

· Work was stopped at a Stoner Avenue residence and homeowner was referred to the Building Dept. for proper permits.

· A Nassau Drive resident was assisted in contacting an out of town relative.

· LIPA was assisted with a problem in the rear of a Nassau drive home.

· An Arleigh Road resident was assisted with a passing motorist who continuously asks her for dates. She will forward license plate to dept for follow up.
· LIPA and Vigilant were advised of a wire burning through a tree in the rear of a Nassau Drive home.

· An Arleigh Road resident returned home to find garage door open. An officer searched the exterior and interior of the home and found nothing amiss. Garage door was left open by a family member in a hurry.

· GNEPD was assisted with a child not breathing.

· A search of the area regarding a KPPD missing person was conducted to negative results.

· LIPA was advised of numerous power outages after a severe storm on the 19th.

· NCPD was assisted on East Shore Road at the scene of numerous burglaries. Subject later located and placed in custody.

· Officers responded to a reported dispute at the Village Hall. Found to be a non issue.

· Assistance was given to GNEPD and NCPD at the scene of an oil spill on roadway.

· An Arleigh Road resident was assisted with a flat tire.

· Officers responded to a transformer explosion in front of 1 Kensington Gate. Barricades were placed to direct pedestrians and motorists away from scene.

· GNEPD was assisted at the scene of an overturned motor vehicle accident with a trapped motorist.

· NCPD was assisted with a search of the area following a robbery on Middle Neck Road and Steamboat Road. Sgt. Giraulo located a vehicle matching the description of the subject vehicle on East Shore Road and performed a felony car stop of said vehicle. He then assisted NCPD officers in the arrest of the 3 subjects wanted in connection with the robbery.

· Officers opened and closed the polls at a special election on the 1st.
