Auto Accidents:
 
6/20 – A two vehicle collision occurred at the intersection of Beverly Road and Gilchrest Road. No injuries were reported and no tows were required. Accident report filed.

6/14 – A male resident of Beverly Road was transported to North Shore hospital suffering with a stomach virus.

6/16 – A male resident of Arleigh Road was transported to North Shore Hospital suffering with chest pains.

6/21 – A female resident of 1 Kensington Gate was transported to North Shore hospital after she fell out of bed due to being disoriented. 

6/22 – A female resident of 1 Kensington Gate was transported to North Shore Hospital suffering with difficulty breathing. 

6/27 – A female resident of Arleigh Road was transported to North Shore Hospital suffering with facial cuts as well as cuts to her hands and legs, which were caused by her falling in the home.
6/27 – A male resident of Bayside and a patient of a Beverly Road physician was transported to North Shore Hospital suffering with high blood pressure.

6/29 – A male resident of 1 Kensington Gate was found deceased in his residence. Cause was found to be natural causes. Deceased was released to the funeral home by the Medical Examiner’s office.

The Department responded to14 active alarms during the month, all were found to be false burglar alarms.

Arrests:

Assists:

Assistance was given to Great Neck Estates Police Department 21 times, and received from Great Neck Estates Police Department 8 times.

Burglaries:

6/5 – A Nassau Drive residence was entered illegally through the front door by an unknown subject. There was no reported loss at the location, as the subject ran from the home after realizing that the homeowner was present in the home. A canvass of the area provided negative results. Nassau County 6th Squad Detectives responded and the investigation is continuing. The home was not alarmed at the time.
Cases:
6/5 – The above attempted burglary occurred at a Nassau Drive residence. Proper forms were filed and the investigation is continuing with assistance from NCPD Detective Bureau

6/10 – Suspicious persons in a vehicle, on lower Arleigh Road, were investigated as they attempted to drive away from a parked position upon noticing the presence of the PD. The driver was found to have been recently paroled from prison and living with relatives in the Great Neck area. The subject was on parole for past burglaries. A field Interview of the occupants was completed and forwarded to NCPD for record keeping purposes. The driver was issued a moving violation and sent on his way. Follow up was conducted with the driver’s Parole Officer, which resulted in his being arrested and incarcerated for numerous parole violations.
6/29 – A fatal aided case was investigated at 1 Kensington Gate. The deceased was released to the funeral home by the medical examiner after cause of death was found to have been natural causes.

Fires:

6/18 – The Vigilant Fire Company assisted at a fire alarm at an Arleigh Road residence. Cause of the alarm was found to be due to smoke caused by a workman in his job performance.

6/27 – The Vigilant Fire Company assisted at an alarm of fire at a Bridle Path residence. Cause of the alarm was found to be due to a bug bomb.

Vacant Homes:

The number of homes reported vacant during the month was 20. All were found to be secure.
Miscellaneous:
· The Dept. dedicated extra officers to ensure that highly visible patrol was performed during the prime hours that recent burglary activity had been reported to have occurred. Patrol resulted in the stop of a recent parolee from prison, who now resides in Great neck. Subject was found to be violating the terms of his patrol, and subsequently re-incarcerated.
· Officers assisted at the scene of an ongoing divorce situation on Nassau Drive. An officer maintained a presence while one of the parties removed their belongings from the home.

·  Assistance was given to an Arleigh Road resident whose vehicle was hit by youths, who reside on Beverly Road, while said vehicle was parked outside Police HQ. Parents of youths were advised of situation and matter was resolved.

· Several street light outage reports were forwarded for attention during the month.

· A welfare check of a 1 Kensington Gate resident was performed at the request of a concerned relative. Resident was found to be in good stead.
· Several residences were monitored for compliance with the property maintenance code throughout the month.

· A lost dog found on Nassau Drive was reunited with their owner.

· Polls were opened and closed on Primary Day, at the Village Hall.

· A possible road rage incident involving a Beverly Road resident was investigated. Both parties were spoken to and it was determined that no further police action was required.

· An anonymous report of livestock being stored prior to slaughter,at a Beverly Road residence was investigated. Found to be animals (goats and a peacock) in the process of being donated to an animal farm, awaiting pickup due to the original transport vehicle breaking down.

· As the result of a severe thunderstorm power was lost on a small section of North Drive, also a transformer blew in the area of Beverly Road at Gilchrest Road causing some outages in that area. LIPA was informed of all of the above by both the PD and the Village Clerk. Also, the traffic light at Beverly Road and Middle Neck Road malfunctioned. Bodin Contracting were advised and responded to complete repairs.

· A resident of 1 Kensington Gate was assisted up off the floor and back into bed.
