
Monthly Police Report
FEBRUARY 2013

Auto Accidents:	 
2/20 – A side swipe collision occurred on Beverly Road, when a vehicle travelling westbound struck the driver side mirror of a legally parked vehicle. Driver remained at scene and proper reports were filed. No injuries were reported and no tows were required.
2/21 – A two vehicle collision occurred on Gilchrest Road, when a vehicle backing out of a driveway was struck by another vehicle which was travelling northbound on Gilchrest Road. No injuries were reported and no tows were required.

Aided Cases:
2/4 – A male resident of Beverly Road was transported to North Shore Hospital suffering with difficulty breathing due to a reaction to pharmaceuticals.
2/5 – A male resident of One Kensington Gate was transported to North Shore Hospital suffering with a high fever.
2/7 – An Arleigh Road resident was transported to North Shore Hospital after passing out and having difficulty breathing due to an apparent pharmaceutical reaction.
2/9 – A female resident of One Kensington Gate was transported to North Shore Hospital suffering with severe stomach pains.
2/10 – An elderly female resident of Nassau Drive was transported to North Shore Hospital when she became unresponsive and had difficulty breathing. Aided later passed away while being treated in the hospital.
2/12 – A female resident of One Kensington Gate was transported to North Shore Hospital suffering with chest pains.
2/13 – A male resident of One Kensington Gate was transported to North Shore Hospital due to suffering a racing pulse and extreme dizziness.

Ambulance Calls:
The Vigilant Fire Company Ambulance responded to all of the above aided cases, other than the 2/5 case, which was attended to by an NCPD ambulance.
Alarms:
The Department responded to 12 active alarms during the month, all were found to be false burglar alarms.

Arrests:
2/27 - A resident of Great Neck was arrested for Aggravated Unlicensed Operation of a Motor Vehicle. Subject was released upon the issuance of an appearance ticket.

Assists:
Assistance was given to Great Neck Estates Police Department 11 times, and received from Great Neck Estates Police Department 4 times.

Burglaries:
Nothing to report.

Cases:
2/3 – A domestic incident report was taken at a Nassau Drive residence. Proper DCJS forms were filed and forwarded to the State, and the NCPD case offense office was notified.
2/10 – A north Drive resident reports a possible attempted identity theft. Proper forms were filed and forwarded to NCPD 3rd Squad.
2/11 – An aggravated harassment report was taken from an Arleigh Road resident, who received a threatening email. Proper forms filed and forwarded to NCPD 3rd Squad.
2/15 – A Beverly Road resident reported the theft of a credit card. Proper forms were filed and forwarded to the credit card company.




Fires:
2/8 – The Vigilant Fire Company assisted at a Nassau Drive residence for a reported smell of smoke. A thorough search of the home resulted in the discovery of a smoldering wooden beam in the attic. Beam was burning due to possibly shorted out electrical wires. Power cut to the wires, beam extinguished and cut out, and home was aired out.
2/12 – The Vigilant Fire Company assisted at a carbon monoxide alarm at an Arleigh Road residence. Cause was found to be a faulty detector.
2/28 – The Vigilant Fire Company assisted at an alarm of fire at an Arleigh Road residence. Cause was found to be due to a vacuum cleaner smoking. 
 
Larcenies:
Nothing to report.

Vacant Homes:
The number of homes reported vacant during the month was14. All were found to be secure.

Miscellaneous:
· Several snow events occurred throughout the month that necessitated calling in snow plows.
· A North Drive resident, while driving their car, notified officers that they believed a suspicious car was following them. Officers responded to the complainant’s location, at which time the suspicious vehicle could not be located.
· Officers responded to a call regarding suspicious men in resident’s back yard. Subjects located and found to be sewer authority workmen.
· Contractors were advised to return to an Arleigh Road site to secure loose lumber due to the prediction of very strong winds during an impending blizzard. Contractor complied.
· The hills at lower Nassau Drive and Arleigh Road were closed to traffic while awaiting McGowan Ind. plow and sanders during a snow storm on 2/8. Roads were hazardous and impassable. Several vehicles that ignored the flares blocking the roadway were assisted in getting off the hills safely.
· Several children, whose school bus could not make it up Arleigh Road in the snow, were escorted home by officers.
· A Nassau Drive resident who is physically disabled was assisted back to her feet on numerous occasions throughout the month.
· A New Jersey Police Department requested information regarding a domestic incident involving a resident of Arleigh Road and a resident of New Jersey. Copies of all paperwork faxed, also order of protection information.
· Numerous residents were advised to remove their cars from the street due to snow removal throughout the month.
· 911 reported an open line at 1 Kensington Gate. Officers responded and situation was corrected.
· Several disabled motorists were assisted throughout the month.
· LIPA was notified of a power outage in the single digit residences of Nassau Drive and Beverly Road. Situation rectified.
· A complaint of a work truck arriving on Arleigh Road after legal work hours was investigated and found to be a contractor giving an estimate.
· A physically compromised resident on North Drive was assisted in a minor task within the home.
· At the request of the Village Clerk, officers responded to wires down at an Arleigh Road residence. Found to be Verizon wires. Notified them to respond for repairs.
· NCPD and GNEPD were assisted at a disturbance on Middle Neck Road, which led to several summonses being issued by NCPD.
· A Nassau Drive resident was assisted in gaining entry to their car when the keys became locked in the auto.
· A Nassau drive resident became nervous while at home, when the burglary alarm sounded. Officers responded, checked the home and found that the wind had blown open an improperly secured door, setting off the alarm.
· An Arleigh Road resident reported a party involved in an accident with him outside of the Village responded to his home demanding restitution. Person was given pertinent insurance information and advised to handle the matter in the proper way.
· A passing motorist dropped off a possible alzheimer’s patient, that she found wandering the street. Investigation found an address for the individual and he was transported home to the Old Village.
· An elderly Kensington Gate resident became upset upon receiving a phone call from a solicitor. Assisted with listing phone on “Do Not Call” registry.
· The owner of a wallet found on the sidewalk in front of 1 Kensington Gate was located and had property returned.
· Rich from McGowan Ind. was advised of locations on Islands within the Village to place reflective devices. Task completed.
· Information was provided to all parties involved in an ongoing domestic/divorce situation at a Nassau Drive residence.
· Directed patrol in the area of school bus pick up and drop off locations continued throughout the month.
· A 911 hang-up was investigated at an Arleigh Road residence. Found to be miss dialed.
· Directed patrol due to sporadic burglaries on the peninsula continued throughout the month.
· An ongoing dispute between neighboring relatives on Nassau Drive was rectified. Issues involved school bus stop. No violations of any type requiring police action, other than monitoring the school bus stop as usual.
