Burglaries:

4/26 – A burglary was discovered at a North Drive residence, while the home owners were out of town on vacation, by the resident’s plant caretaker. Entry was gained by breaking a rear glass door. No alarm activation occurred. NCPD 3rd squad detectives and crime scene officers responded and are investigating. Upon the owners return, a loss of property was discovered.  
Cases:
