Auto Accidents:

2/22 – A female resident of 1 Kensington Gate was transported to North Shore Hospital after suffering a full cardiac arrest. PO Fiore with assistance from a GNE PD officer performed CPR and deployed the AED on the patient, restoring her heart beat prior to transport to the hospital.

2/25 – A female resident of 1 Kensington Gate was transported to North Shore Hospital suffering with difficulty breathing.
