Miscellaneous:
-A resident of 1 Kensington Gate was assisted back into bed after slipping off and unable to get back up. No injuries reported.
-A resident on Nassau Drive was assisted after experiencing a malfunctioning dead bolt and unable to exit the home. Access was gained by police and lock was temporarily repaired 
-A loose dog was observed while on patrol. The dog collar contained contact information and the owner was notified and responded to pick up their pet.
- Police responded to 1 Kensington Gate in response to the welfare of a child requested by the father via landline. The child was located and unharmed.
-Assistance with traffic control was given to a construction crew to maneuver a large backhoe on a trailer onto Sutton Court for a home for scheduled for demolition.
-A verbal dispute between two motorists at HQ was mediated and both parties were released from scene. No police action.
- A resident of 1 Kensington Gate was assisted back into chair after slipping off and unable to get back up. No injuries reported.
-A suspicious person was reported on North Drive. Police responded and checked area with negative results
-A North Drive resident was assisted with a sewer back up in the basement. GN sewer and water district was notified and responded.

-Assistance was given to a Nassau Drive residence after being locked out of the home. Access was gained, No damage reported
-A suspicious vehicle with occupants was reported on Nassau Drive. A check of the area produced negative results.
-A disabled resident of Nassau Drive was given assistance after falling from walker to the floor. Assisted back onto chair. Refused medical attention
-A welfare check of a child was investigated on Nassau Drive. Police responded and spoke to child and mother. All concerns were unfounded
