Auto Accidents:	 
05/11-A two vehicle collision occurred southbound at the traffic light on East Shore Road and Grace Ave. No aided and no tow

05/17- A report was taken and an identity theft incident investigated for a Nassau Drive resident after a package was fraudulently ordered and delivered to the home. All proper paperwork was completed and a canvass produced negative results. NCPD detectives were notified for further investigation

-Traffic control was conducted for the annual Memorial Day Parade
-Temporary No Parking signs were deployed throughout the village to control parking 
-A resident of Nassau Drive was assisted back into bed after falling off overnight. No injury was sustained and medical attention was refused
-Speed sign was deployed throughout the village by highway department
- Lost property was found by police on patrol and owner was located and property returned
- A complaint of water pooling in rear yard of Nassau home was investigated and found to be neighbors faulty sprinkler system. Owner notified and system deactivated for repair
-Two suspicious males in park were questioned and information was taken. Both subjects were released
